** ARTIST FEES / REQUIREMENTS **
BOOTH FEES : Booth is defined as a 10 x 10 space. If artist requires a larger footprint, they must purchase TWO spaces.
· Arts Council Members - $25 non-refundable fee

**Non-members - $35 non-refundable fee.  **Arts Council membership options: Artist $40; Full-time student $20
Fee payment MUST accompany application in order to be registered.  Fees include the insertion of your numbered location on the event brochure map, a brief description of your art and identifies your booth as an “official” artist vendor.  
· FIRST-TIME VENDORS or non-member artists (who have not displayed with us before) must submit 3 images 

    (photos or disc) of examples of their work at the time of application.  A self-addressed stamped envelope should be 

     included if images are to be returned. Artist will be notified upon review of images.
· The Arts Council WILL NOT charge commission or receive any portion of the sales generated by the artists during this event.

BOOTH REQUIREMENTS:

· Artist must provide ALL tables, tents, chairs, shelves, and any other required display items. Displays should remain within the allotted 10’ x 10’ booth space.

· Booth set-up will take place between 11 am – 12:30 pm on Saturday, September 19.  Booth take-down can begin at 8 pm and must be completed by 10 pm
· Rain or Shine – The festival is a rain or shine event.  Please be prepared for a variety of weather conditions.  We will try to secure indoor space for as many artists as possible if situation warrants.

· With the event going on into the evening, we will TRY to provide the artists who choose to stay open until 9 or 10pm with ELECTRICAL OUTLETS, so they can keep their booth lit until closing. MORE DETAILS TO COME.

TIPS ON WHAT MAKES A “JAZZY” ARTIST BOOTH STAND-OUT AMOUNG THE CROWD:
1. Plan out your booth space well ahead of time, using the 10 x 10 configuration as your guild

2. Consider adding a tent top in a light color, providing shade and eye-catching attention

3. Make the space user-friendly with enough room in the middle for customers move around and see all your wares

4. For 3D work, add inexpensive shelving at different heights to showcase the different shapes & sizes

5. Create sale tags with a little art flair, using consistent color & size. 

6. Consider what type of bag or parcel you will use to wrap up the purchases. Be sure they leave your booth with a contact number for future sales – maybe an extra business card, encouraging the buyer to “TELL A FRIEND” about your artwork. Need additional tips as you prepare?
